#10081  Social Studies:  Content Knowledge
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Rationale:  

Public school teachers, school district interview personnel, and Arts & Science and College of Education faculty have noted a lack of motivation on the part of students to take seriously each of the areas of study that comprise the “Social Studies.”   Students who excel in history courses, for example, can currently receive a grade of “D” in economics without consequence.  This proposal would require students to complete core courses with a grade of “C” or better to provide some assurance that students have minimal competence in each of the areas for which they are expected to provide future instruction.
