Etiological, psychological, sociological and educational aspects of cognitive disabilities.  Pr.:  EDSP 323 or 324, and EDCEP 315.  

Rationale:

Two courses, Characteristics of Mental Retardation and Characteristics of Learning Disabilities, are being combined into one course; the new course will help students better understand the differences and similarities between two of the major disabilities in the field of special education.  In addition, combining these courses will make it easier for undergraduate education students to earn a provisional teaching license in Special Education.
