DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATIONAL ADMINISTRATION AND LEADERSHIP

NEW COURSE:

EDADL 350.  Culture and Context in Leadership. (3). I, II, S.

This course is organized to provide students with a formal opportunity to integrate their course and leadership experiences in light of contemporary issues in the study of leadership behavior across cultures and contexts.  The course is based on the current research and writing that introduce and discuss the impact of culture and context on the concept of leadership and development of individuals as interculturally competent leaders. Pr.:  EDADL 212, at least sophomore standing.

On sufficient demand.  Observation and participation in teaching individuals with Autism Spectrum Disorders under the supervision of selected teachers in Special Education programs. Pr.:  EDSP 849, 885 (6 hours), and Instructor Permission.  

Rationale:

Advanced Practicum:  Autism Spectrum Disorders is a field experience involving application of skills for teaching students with autism.  The practicum provides opportunities to apply knowledge and skills that have been studied in special education courses.
