*  Through a KSU-District partnership (i.e. academy) has been screened through a formal process.
* Recommended as part of the cadre.
OR
* Has served successfully as lead teacher, on released time basis, for at least 1 of the past 3 years.
* Has aquality letter of support from his/her immediate supervisor.
OR
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Has met the first three criteria at level 4.
Has demonstrated extensive experience in multi-cultural environments.
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
