Evolving fluency in oral and academic language

Increased proficiency in decoding English reading

Speak in short sentences with grammatical errors

Demonstrate increased understanding

Intermediate Fluency

Increased understanding and the application of word attack and comprehension skills

An upward growth in accuracy and correctness with reading, writing, and speaking

Richer/fuller sentences using a varied vocabulary

Advanced Fluency

Characterized as abstract thinkers

Reading interests become individualized and varied

Highly accurate language and grammatical structures
